Individuals with low levels of iodine in their
body are at more risk of thyroid cancer after any exposure to radiation. Family History of Thyroid Cancer:- Individuals
| with a family history of thyroid cancer are at a higher risk of
vy developing thyroid cancer. Bowel Condition FAP:- Familial
adenomatous polyposis (FAP), a condition caused by an
inherited gene, increases the chances of developing thyroid
cancer. Breast Condition History:- Women with non-can-
cerous breast conditions are at increased risk of thyroid
cancer. Cancer History:- Individuals who have been treat-
ed for breast cancer, oesophageal cancer, testicular cancer
or non Hodgkin's lymphoma have high risk of developing
thyroid cancer. These are the possible risk factors for thy-
roid cancer suggested by research reports over the years.

Hypertension is a medical condition that affects millions of
people worldwide.

Before taking the
test it is important to prepare oneself. Below is how you can
prepare for the test. Do not drink coffee or smoke cigarettes
at least 30 minutes before taking the test. This is because
drinking coffee or smoking cigarettes can for a short while
raise the blood pressure levels. Ensure that you do not have
a full bladder just before taking the test as it can change the
blood pressure reading. Sit around for at least five minutes
before taking the test as movement can lead to a short-term
rise in blood pressure levels. Once you are sitting in the doc-
tor's clinic, he/she will measure your blood pressure levels by
using a gauge, an electronic sensor or stethoscope and a
blood pressure cuff. Diagnosing Blood pressure levels in
Children and Teens: Doctors measure blood pressure in
children and teens just the way they do in adults. If you have
a child, make sure you take him/her to the doctor from time to
time to check for blood pressure. Children usually have to be
taken to the hospital after 3 years of age. Usually, blood pres-
sure rises with one's age and size. So, do not panic if your
child had lower blood pressure levels last year compared with
now. Visiting the doctor from time to time to check for blood
pressure is important because early diagnosis and treatment
for high blood pressure can ensure that a person does not
incur severe consequences for the medical condition.

An elderly diabetic’s foot wear should fit
well and must never be ill fitting. lll fitting shoes cause corns,
callouses, ulcers and nail problems, so please avoid this. Opt
for soft leather uppers without seams as this will mould the
feet and let them be free. Also by going for wide toe caps with
depth the diabetic would allow room for the toes to wriggle.
Always make sure that the insoles are soft and the linings
have no wrinkles or seams. Shows must be free of any exter-
nal object, like little pebbles and pieces of stones. Toe nails:-
Now we often do not pay much attention to the toe nails, and
this is why we have decided to bring this to your notice sepa-
rately. An elderly diabetic's toe nails should be cut and shaped
to the end of the toes and not shorter than this. You should
make sure that the nails are not cut from the sides. Always
use a file on those sharp corners and rough edges and the
nails may be easier to cut after a bath, but then again
because they are very soft they would be vulnerable to break-
ing easily. So, you must be very careful. Blood glucose lev-
els:- Finally this is the most important thing to be done for a
diabetic. One must always monitor his or her glucose levels
and maintain it through a proper diet and by taking all the pre-
scribed medications.
